Vaccination Reminders and RA Tests Update 
Key information from the latest School Operations Guide sent to schools this week has clarified a number of points 
about vaccinations for various sections of the school community, and results from Rapid Antigen Tests (RA Tests) 
and/or PCR tests.  
 

Vaccination requirements: 

¶ All DET staff are required to have a third dose by Friday 25 March; Bell staff are on track to meet that 
requirement. 

¶ The third dose vaccination requirements by the above date also applies to any visitors performing work on 
school sites. This includes; contractors, casual relief teachers, NDIS providers and other Department staff 
such as allied health personnel. 

¶ Volunteers also need to show evidence of a third dose by March 25 if attending school to perform work in 
close proximity to students or staff ς please note this includes parent helpers. 

 
Rapid Antigen Tests ς PCR Tests: 
The latest advice when there is a positive RA Test but the person is asymptomatic and has not been in contact 
with anyone who has COVID-19: 
 

¶ It is recommended to get a PCR test within 48 hours and stay isolated at all times until they receive their 
result. Still notify the school office of the positive RA Test via phone or email as usual. 

¶ If the PCR test is negative, please notify the school of that updated negative PCR result and then the student 
can return to school the following day. 

 

Once more, I encourage all families to continue the home testing regime just as staff are doing, so collectively 
we can protect the Bell community as best we can.

The Department of Health has produced a letter for parents/carers inviting them to participate in a short online 
survey about their views on COVID-19 vaccinations for children aged 5 to 11 years. Please see the attached 
document with this Compass post explaining the purpose and providing a link within the letter to the short survey 
which of course is optional.
